* were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020 and ends on
December 30, 2020.

U.S.Dept. of Treasury provided addtiional guidance on permissible use of grant
funds, including non-exclusive examples of eligible expense in the following
categories.

1 Medical Expenses,
2 Public Health Expenses

3 Payroll expenses for public safety, public health, health care,
human services, and similar employees whose services are
substantially dedicated to mitigating or responding to the COVID-
19 public health emergency.

5 Expenses associated with the provision of economic support in
